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Brett Hamiltonis a second-generation Afghan Hound breeder born in Melbourne,
Australia. His parents, Colin and Helen Hamilton of ‘Kjavu’ Kennels in Australia,
have been breeding top-quality Afghan Hounds for four decades. Together with
his parents, they have bred, owned, and shown well over 100 champions,
winning over 150 All Breed Best In Shows and multiple all-breed top dog of the
year awards in Australia.

As a teenager, Brett began his judging career, and at just 21 years of age, he
became one of the youngest judges ever in Australia to be licensed for the entire
Hound Group. In addition to judging in Australia, Brett has judged throughout
the USA and Europe. His first judicial task in America was in 2009, making him
the youngest judge in AKC’s history to judge the Hound group at 21 years of age.

In 2017, Brett was granted permanent residency to live in Sweden and has now
had his Australian (ANKC) Judging license transferred over to the Swedish Kennel
Club.

More recently, Brett, with his fiancée Camilla Tell-Collinge, has had great success
exhibiting/breeding with the combination of both families’ kennels,
Tells & Kjavu, producing multiple BIS/SBIS winning Champions, including
Norway’s Top Dog All Breeds (2023).

Brett attended his first Afghan Hound World Congress in Sydney 2000,
and this is his first time coming to Hungary.

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MR. EUGENE BLAKE of Tulsa, Oklahoma began his career in dogs in 1954 as a dog bather at a French Poodle
grooming Shop in Houston, Texas.

Mr. Blake credits Hazel Hamm and Jimmy Andrews, his mentors, for schooling him about grooming,
handling, and ultimately propelling him into a lifetime of purebred dogs.

He attended his first dog show in 1955 and then decided he wanted to show dogs and became an All-Breed
licensed handler in 1968.

He showed dogs professionally for some 33 years, then, he retired, and became a judge. During that time,
he bred Poodles, Cocker Spaniels, Italian Greyhounds, Maltese, Yorkshire Terriers, Salukis, and Afghan
Hounds. He never bred more than 4 litters of any of one breed. As a handler he helped many of his clients
with their breeding programs, including choosing studs, and picking puppies. As a professional handler, he
piloted multiple breeds to number one rankings. Notable achievements include handling a Saluki named
Karim into the top 10 rankings All-Breeds, and winning the Hound Group at Westminster in 1973, with an
Afghan Hound named Apollo.

At the beginning of his career in 1957, Mr. Blake was not afforded, as a person of color, to stay in hotels or
eat in restaurants. He hopes that his journey will inspire others to pursue a career in purebred dogs.

Eugene started judging in 1990, with the Hound Group. Since that time he has added the Sporting Group,
Toy Group, and Non-Sporting Group.

He judges 4 Groups: Best in Show, Junior Showmanship, and Miscellaneous, times Westminster, and has
judged in Australia, Canada, Finland, Indonesia, Japan, New Zealand, Sweden, Taiwan, and Thailand, he
judges between 60 and 70 shows a year.

In this year, at first in Hungary, he accepted our invitation at the Afghan Hound World Congress 2024. He
will judge for the first time in Hungary!

| obtained my first international judging license in 1978 for the Afghan Hound, ending up as
group judge for the FCl sight hound group 10 and also licensed for the so called Mediterranean
breeds of FCl Group 5 which as well resided in Group 10 until the end of last century.

| judged, until now since 40 years and mainly in Europe, many prestigious national and
international Afghan Hound shows. Judging the other sighthounds as well keeps one nicely
focused on the differences with related breeds like the Saluki.

| have always been very busy in board- and representative functions. Did in the past century,
as example, 10 years in the board of the Dutch Oriental Sight Hound Association of which 7
years as president and am, since 2010, again in function president. | was also involved in
oriental breeds sighthound racing, lure coursing and show organizing.

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D. Scott Pfeil and James Donahue are both lifelong devotees of sighthounds, breeding and
exhibiting Afghan Hounds, Greyhounds, Italian Greyhounds and Salukis with great
success. Their kennel, Hounds of Wynsyr (est. 1987), has produced over 100 AKC Champion
Afghan Hounds. Their dogs have won over 80 All-Breed Bests in Show and countless Best in
Specialty Show awards.

Both Scott and James are AKC judges and have judged prestigious Afghan Hound and
Sighthound specialties throughout the United States, Canada, Mexico, Australia, Germany,
Hungary, and Japan. In 2021 Scott judged the Afghan Hound Club of America National
Specialty, an honor which has been passed on to James for 2024. They have also both judged
the breed at the American Kennel Club/Royal Canin National Championship Show.

Both Scott and James are active in the leadership of the Afghan Hound Club of America, with
Scott serving as President, and James as the Judges 'Education Chair. Additionally, Scott is a
principal owner of the International Kennel Club of Chicago, which hosts the biannual Great
American Dog Show.

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UIf Jorgensen has owned and showed Afghan Hounds since 1967, and his wife Lotte
Jorgensen is the breeder of the legendary Boxadan Afghans.

Boxadan afghans have been “Afghan of The Year” (male or female) in Denmark, Italy, France,
Holland, Belgium, Germany, South Africa, Brazil and Japan — and been ‘Stud Dog of the Year’
in Denmark, England and USA. They have won more than 200 All Breed and Specialty Best In
Shows, gained 250 Champion titles and 11 World Winner titles.

The Boxadan puppies has been exported to all over the world - to most of the countries in
Europe as well as to USA, Canada, South Africa, Kenya, Brazil, Chile, Australia and Japan, and
most of them with great success. While Lotte took care of the breeding, UIf was more
interested in the club work.

In 1972 he was one of the founders of the Danish Afghan Hound Club, where he was Chairman
in the 70’ies and 80’ies. At the same time, he was member of the Show Committee in the
Danish Kennel Club, who organized all the international shows in Denmark.

From 1981 to 2021 UIf was organizer of the famous ‘Show of Winners’ (like contest of
champions) in Denmark, and from 2004 to 2007 he was member of the General Committee of
the Danish Kennel Club, and received the honorable ‘Golden Pin’ for his effort in the danish
dog world.

Although UIf has never been authorized as an FCl judge, he has been judging All Breed
Matches, Specialty Shows and Sweep-stakes in Scandinavia, Estonia, Canada, USA and Russia.

In 1997 UIf was organizer of the 3rd World Congress for Afghan Hounds in Denmark, and in
2014 he was elected as Chairman of the Afghan Hound World Congress Committee.

,A long time ago, in 1992, | got there through a nice family to the Rabapatona
racing track that was built at that time. Maybe the place, maybe the
atmosphere caught me, | don't even know, but | really wanted an Afghan
Hound, namely one that likes to compete.

Soon | brought it home my first Afghan puppy, Eliseba Mohahazy, who we
couldn't choose. She wasn't fast and wasn't a great competitor, but she taught
us what the daily training and work.

Later an other one came to me at the age of 3 Benhazy Armani, who didn't like
track races, even though he had all the skills and speed, so we tried coursing
with him, which suited him a lot. After a few months | was able to return home
from Belgium with the European Winner title in 2004. 57 Afghan hounds
entered, of which 34 bitches.

In 2005 he was awarded the title of Top racing Sighthound of Slovakia and had
many CACIL titles. They were sighthounds specifically bred for sports.
Unfortunately later in Hungary, no matter how much | wanted them, there was
no competition for their type.

At that time, thanks to the accumulated experience and the love of
sighthounds, | was able to enter the field as a judge, both in coursing and on
the track, and since racing was also important to me, | continued my career

with Greyhounds, but the Afghan Hound will always remain my great first love.

Today, the most important thing for me, as the President of the Hungarian
Kennel Club (MEOESz) Greyhound Competition Jury Board and the Hungarian
Kennel Club ( MEOESz) Sighthound Competition Sports Committee, is to make
the new generation of athletes fall in love with sighthounds and to be able to

help them prepare.”
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I am Zoltan Haller, the president of the Agar Klub and the owner of the Khau Carreras Afghans kennel.

My relationship with the breed began 17 years ago. | saw a beautiful black afghan on the
street and it was love at first sight. That same year, | started looking around at breeders in
Hungary, and soon | got my first little Afghan from the Faricka kennel. For me it all started
with this bitch Faricka Jahatma Janinah 'Jazmin'. A lot has happened in the past 17 years, we
traveled all over Europe with my dogs, competed at small and large shows, and many
beautiful results were achieved. | am very proud of my first bitch Jazmin, she became
European Winner at the age of 10 years and BOS in 2017. It will remain an eternal memory.

Many Interchampions, Multi Ch., multi BIS, multiSBIS came out of my litters. One of my most
successful self-bred show dogs is Khau Carreras Nka. | have had not too many litters over the
years, but | do not focus on quantity in my breeding, but | am a believer in health and the
middle way. By middle way | mean the balance between show and sport/performance. |
think it is important that my sighthounds know their function - which they no longer have to
use - and have the instinct to do so. That's why | prefer beauty & performance together.

We also had good results in coursing competitions, Top 1 in Europe, Khau Carreras Media
can boast an outstanding performance, Hungarian Coursing Ch, Inter Coursing Ch, Revanche
Coursing Europe Winner, snow coursing - where the number of entries is always very high -
CACIL winner.

While traveling the world, we participated in shows in many countries, and we dreamed of
organizing our own exhibition, which is completely different from anything we have seen so
far. Meanwhile in my club the actual president at that time asked me to be the head of the
show department, which was a real challenge, and is still for 8 years. We gave the shows a
special theme and achieved unexpected success with record entries. After the first 3 years, |
was invited to the position of president of the club, which | have held ever since. Our club is
the largest sighthound club in Hungary, it is the breed club of all sighthound breeds, except
the Hungarian greyhound. Our club not only organizes shows, but also lure coursing
competitions, track racing competitions and training sessions. The number of members
increase every year.

I am really proud of the achievements of our members. As club president, | have a lot of
responsibility, it involves a lot of resignations and work, | often have to make serious
decisions, but the love of the sighthounds makes up for everything. | think I'm lucky to have
Liza by my side - we have the same passion and she supports me in everything.

Thanks to the club, | gained a much greater insight, not only into dog shows and breeding,
but also into competitions, and the challenges of the canine society.
